ADVENT

Advent is the period of preparation for the coming of the birth of
Jesus at Christmas and a preparation for the second coming of
Christ. On each of the four Sundays in Advent, a candle on the
Advent wreath is lit, each representing specific virtues of hope,
peace, joy, and love. The second candle on the Advent wreath
represents peace. It is called the ‘Bethlehem Candle’ as a reminder
of Mary and Joseph’s journey to Bethlehem.

WRITINGS FROM DEACON

We have begun all kinds of preparation and decoration of our homes for the
celebration of the coming of the baby Jesus. We are excited to remember the
great gift of his coming among us. Our attention is that we will share the joy
of the shepherds considering his humility and tenderness as he enters our
world as a tiny infant.

In the gospel today, John the Baptist proclaims a time not of decoration but a
time of preparation and repentance. “The kingdom of heaven is at hand.” It
is for us to consider this as a time for repentance. John warns the Pharisees
and Sadducees approaching of their need for repentance. John cautions them
not to be presumptive of their righteousness, rather to produce good fruit as
evidence of their repentance. For them as well as for us it is a matter of what
we do and how we live.

Parish
member’s enrollment in St. Elizabeth
Regional School or Parish Religious
Education Program (P.R.E.P) is required
for at least two years before sacrament is
received.

MARRIAGE:

Atleast six months before your anticipated
wedding. Contact the pastor for a meeting
to go over information regarding
scheduling and the preparation process.

PASTORAL CARE OF THE SICK:
Contact our parish office for the
Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick
prior to surgery or during serious illness.
Holy Communion is brought to the
homebound monthly.

FUNERAL:

For the passing of a Loved one please
contact the funeral home of your choice.
The funeral Director will contact the
church to arrange a date and time for the
service. Funerals are held on weekdays.

When a Diocesan priest is ordained, he makes a lifelong commitment to serve the needs of -
the faithful in the Diocese of Allentown. In return, the Diocese makes a commitment to the
priest to provide for his basic well-being during his lifetime, including retirement. The normal
retirement age for a priest in our Diocese is 75. Retirement costs including insurance, healthcare, prescription drugs,
skilled nursing care, and housing and sustenance continue to escalate. At present, approximately one-third of Diocesan
priests are retired. The Diocese of Allentown currently pays for the retirement needs of priests through the Because We
are Catholic Annnal Appeal and the Diocesan operating budget. Due to the ever-increasing costs of care, which now exceed
$2.7 million per year, the Diocese has created this Endowment Fund as an additional source of funding to cover these
expenses in the future.
