WRITINGS FROM DEACON 
For eternal life, love God with all that you are, and love your neighbor as 
yourself. Jesus explained this to the scholar of the law. In the first reading, 
Moses described the law as not being remote and separate, as up on heights 
nor across vast oceans. The command is very near to you, in your heart and 
in your mouth, all totally accessible to fulfill and to follow. 
The scholar of the law wished to have stipulated ‘who then is my neighbor?’ 
Understanding the law as near and intimate, he was perhaps expecting an 
explanation of some local scope or range of caring and concern. Would Jesus 
ascribe a duty of a few hundred yards or perhaps a couple of miles? 
Jesus presented a case of travelling some distance and encountering someone 
in great distress. The scholar would understand that the main characters in the 
parable would have intense antagonism and contempt and still there is caring. 
Near or far, the greatest obstacles to overcome are attitude and judging others.
