This year we will highlight a Saint depicted on our stained-glass window each
month. In September we have St. Jude Thaddeus. An informational pamphlet
was placed on his window shelf. The information will also be posted to the
church website under Parish History for those interested.

WRITINGS FROM DEACON

What are you looking at? Who are you looking to?

In the first reading from the Book of Numbers, the people were grumbling
about the food. Surprising was it not? The people then encountered a new
problem as they were bitten by seraph serpents, and many died. Moses prayed
and the Lord instructed Moses to place a seraph on a pole so that if anyone
who had been bitten looked at the seraph they would live.

God had Moses produce this image to remind the people of His care and
protection. Jesus speaks of His being lifted up upon the cross as being
necessary. The image of the Cross with which we are familiar reminds us of
Jesus’ profound sacrifice. We can be reminded of the seraph experience in the
desert. We should be reminded of the fall of Adam in the Garden and of the
suffering which the new ‘Adam’ (Jesus) endured for our sake.

In the Gospel of John - the Garden of Eden, the serpent introduced suffering
and death to the world similarly to when the serpent brought suffering and
death to the people in the desert.

Everyone who believes may have eternal life. This is not only accepting the
facts and miracles, but also the significance of these facts in our own lives. We
must become committed to unselfish love, not merely assent but
transformation.
