WRITINGS FROM DEACON 
In today’s gospel, Jesus makes it clear that discipleship comes at a cost. At the 
outset it seems that we, who are inclined to love, are being called to hate. We 
would be inclined to dismiss this instruction as being hyperbole, when in fact 
Jesus is emphasizing that discipleship is quite radical. 
Of course, language is sometimes difficult to fully unpack. Jesus is speaking in 
Aramaic, related in a scripture written in Greek and translated into English. In 
English we have one word for love which doesn’t carefully distinguish 
relational love from romantic love, from sacrificial love or love for ice cream. 
We are called to love and follow Jesus radically. We are to let nothing else and 
no one else get in the way of that preference particularly ourselves. What about 
the battle strategy? Can I as a king with 10,000 troops prevail over an opposing 
king with 20,000 troops? I am underequipped unless I have an amazing 
strategy. It is God who is the more powerful king with the overwhelming 
strategy. It is prudent for me to ask for peace terms that are clearly favorable 
and preferable to destruction. 
The cost of discipleship is in that preference for the Lord. In surrendering 
myself, I do not lose myself. In conforming my will to His, I am choosing life 
and peace and love which is uncompromised.
